*literal - not an English version that “fits’ the vocal rhythms. Although published editions include a singing
English version by poet and academic Dewi Mon (the Rev. David Rowlands, 1836-1907), this translation
has not stood the test of time. To date (2018), this is the only singing English version available.

Repeating words are mostly omitted.

Although Choruses 15. and 22. have the same music and almost the same words, for clarity, they
are included separately (unlike Choruses 3. & 8. and Choruses 24. & 26., which have identical
words and music).

In the Welsh libretto, multi-syllable words, e.g. ‘eryr’, are ‘split’ (er-yr), for the word to make
sense to the singer. Sung as ‘e-ryr’, the EPV in the score reflect this ‘as sung’ split.

If a Welsh word has adjacent consonants, e.g. ‘Blodwen’, the EPV consonants are ‘split’,
i.e. blod-wen, even though this is sung as ‘Blo-dwen’.
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PRONOUNCING WELSH

The ideal way for a non-Welsh speaker to sing Blodwen with the original Welsh lyrics would be to learn
how to pronounce the sound of each consonant and vowel. Welsh is mostly a phonetic language, so this
is relatively easily — there are innumerable books and websites devoted to Welsh pronunciation. If
possible, practice with a Welsh-speaker.

DIALECT
In north Wales, the Welsh language of some areas has a pronounced ‘u’ [IPA +], similar to French.
Other dialects, such as those found in south Wales, do not have this inflection. So ‘du’ (Welsh for
‘black’) in ‘north Wales Welsh’ is more [di:] and more [di:] in ‘south Wales Welsh’. Since Blodwen
takes place in north Wales, the IPA libretto reflects this.

Both ‘north/south’ pronunciations are understandable and acceptable. In this IPA libretto, words
marked" have an alternate, ‘south Wales Welsh’, pronunciation and are listed in Appendix 1.

Non-Welsh speakers would probably find it easier to use the Appendix 1 alternate pronunciations,
which is the Welsh used in the spoken recording of the libretto — go to Blodwen

THE IPA [International Phonetic Alphabet] & EPV [Editor’s Phonetic Version] TRANSCRIPIONS

1.1 Originally, the new chamber version of Blodwen was meant for performance in Wales. While the
country has produced a significant number of opera singers, it is unlikely that the cast of any
production of Blodwen there would be completely Welsh-speaking. The EPV was intended for
those non-Welsh-speaking singers.

1.2 Following interest in Blodwen from outside of Wales (especially from the U.S.A.) it was decided
to add an IPA version so that singers worldwide could sing the opera in the original language.

2.1  The chamber version vocal score includes only the EPV under the original Welsh lyrics.

2.2 Though the EPV is less ‘accurate’ than the IPA, to a singer unfamiliar with IPA symbols, the
EPV may give a ‘better idea’ of the sound of the Welsh words.

3.1 For a similar reason, this libretto includes the EPV as well as the IPA version.

3.2 This libretto is available at Blodwen, where a spoken recording is also available.

Archaic Welsh words and phrases that have been replaced with a more modern version.

Like all languages, Welsh has evolved over time, so today’s grammar and syntax have changed

considerably since Blodwen was written.

For example, at the start of the 20" century, it was not always possible to predict how a Welsh word
would be pronounced by looking at it. In 1928, a committee was set up to standardise the orthography
of Welsh and its recommendations more or less universally accepted. Most Blodwen scores were typeset

before this date and so use the old orthography; this new edition uses current standard orthography.

Singing words with a (‘nasal’) mutation.

Welsh, along with other Celtic languages, has a system of ‘mutations’, i.e. in certain circumstances, the
first letter of a word changes depending on the grammatical context. For example: ‘mam’ (mother) can
change/mutate to ‘dy fam’ (your mother).

This example is known as a ‘soft mutation’ and there are three other types. The whole mutations system

is complex - for more information, refer to books or the internet.

A ‘nasal mutation’ can affect the way the Welsh words are sung. For example: ‘ym mhobman’, should
not be sung as written. It is easier (and acceptable) to sing: uhm hohbmahn [EPV]/em ‘'hobman [IPA]

Wyddfa/Snowdon** #1/2/5/6/9/14/23/24/32/39
Eryri/Snowdonia** #24
In full, Yr Wyddfa (modern Welsh - see Appendix 2) and known as Snowdon in English, is the highest

mountain in Wales. Situated in the north-west of the country, it consists of a ridge with five peaks, the
highest of which is 3560ft/1085m. Well known to mountaineers and rock climbers, it was used as a
training ground by the first successful team to climb Mount Everest, in 1953.
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Snowdonia is the name of the 823 sq. miles/2132 km? national park [Parc Cenedlaethol
Eryri/Snowdonia National Park that surrounds Snowdon. This corresponds more or less to the loosely
defined area known in Welsh as Eryri. http://www.eryri.llyw.cymru/visiting

Castell Padarn** #41

Saint Padarn was a bishop and monk who died around 650 AD. Born in Brittany (Breton, the language
of Brittany, is closely related to Welsh), he came to Wales to study at the monastic school in Llanilltud
Fawr (anglicized as ‘Llantwit Major’), in south Wales. Padarn went on to found a monastery at
Llanbadarn (‘Church of Padarn’) near Aberystwyth, which became the seat of a new diocese with him
as its first bishop.

Llyn Padarn is a lake at the foot of the Llanberis pass, north of Snowdon®. Castell Dolbadarn, a castle
on the shores of the lake, was built in the 13" century by the Welsh prince, Llywelyn ap lorwerth
(‘Llywelyn the Great’). What remains of the castle today is an impressive monument to his power. Both
the castle and the lake, as well as many other places in Wales, are named after Saint Padarn. The Castell
Padarn in this libretto probably refers to the same castle.

Madog* #2

Madog (also Madoc) is a common Welsh male first name. Madoc ap Owain Gwynedd was a royal
prince who, according to legend, discovered America in 1170. Madog ap LIywelyn was the leader of a
major Welsh revolt against English rule in 1294-95. A number of the rulers of Powys (see
Maelor/Castell Maelor/Faelor below) were called Madog and the coastal town of Porthmadog (‘Port
of Madog’) in north-west Wales is named after him. There are no extant historical sources that refer to
the Madog mentioned in Blodwen.

Cymdeithas Madog is a north American organization dedicated to promote and teach the Welsh
language in the United States. http://www.madog.org

Morfudd™* #2

The name Morfudd was popular in the 14th century and remains a popular woman’s name, in a variety
of spellings. The 14™ century poet Dafydd ap Gwilym addressed many of his poems to a lady called
Morfudd. There are no extant historical sources that refer to the Morfudd mentioned in Blodwen.

Dinas Bran** #2

Dinas Bran is a hilltop site overlooking the town of Llangollen on the River Dee in north-east Wales.
Originally the site of an Iron Age hillfort from around 600BC, by the period in which Blodwen is set
(c14™ century) it was the site of a castle built in the 1260s by Gruffydd Maelor® I1, Prince of Powys.
After the defeat of the Welsh by the armies of Edward | in 1282, the castle was abandoned. It remains
today a romantic ruin.

In medieval Welsh, dinas meant ‘fortress’ (‘city” in modern Welsh) and bran means ‘crow’; so the
whole name can be translated as ‘fortress of the crows’.
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Yr Aran** #5/23/24/39
Yr (‘the’) Aran is a mountain peak (2451ft/747m) on the ridge that runs south from Snowdon®.

Maelor** #7/11/42

Maelor, the area within which the action of Blodwen takes place, was originally one of the ten districts
(cantrefi) of the Welsh Kingdom of Powys. In the 8th century, it was taken into the English Kingdom of
Mercia then reconquered by Madog ap Maredudd in the middle of the 12th century, becoming again part
of the Kingdom of Powys. The part of Maelor east of the River Dee was, by then, English-speaking and
became known as Maelor Saesneg (‘English Maelor’); the part to the west of the Dee remained Welsh-
speaking and was known as Maelor Cymraeg (‘Welsh Maelor’).

Castell Maelor (‘Maelor Castle) appears to be an invention of Parry or his librettist, Mynyddog - there
are no records of the existence of a castle of this name.

Berwyn** #9/10/11

Y Berwyn is a large area of moorland from which rise a number of peaks that form a spine running
north-south from Llangollen, the highest of which is Cadair [‘chair of’] Berwyn (2730ft/832m). Berwyn
is also a common Welsh male name.

Cymru is the usual word for Wales in the Welsh language and it, or similar forms, have been in use since
Cymraeg (the Welsh language) emerged as a distinct language, around 600AD. Cymry are the Welsh
people.

The English name Wales derives from an Anglo-Saxon word meaning ‘foreigner’ or ‘outsider’.
Latinised as ‘Wallia’, it was borrowed into Welsh as Gwalia and became popular as a poetic name for
the country but fell out of use until it was revived by the Romantic Movement in the late 18" century.
Gwalia is still occasionally used in the names of official bodies and businesses.

Harri* #14/21/23/28/32

By convention and as found in this libretto, the Welsh name for (king) Henry is Harri. After the English
King Henry V ascended the throne, he was widely referred to as Harry. Shakespeare’s play Henry V
refers to him as Harry, as in: “Cry God for Harry, England and St. George”.

Dywysog Cymru* #21

Tywysog Cymru is Welsh for ‘The Prince ofWales’, that is, Owain Glyndvir (anglicized as Owen
Glendower), who was born ¢1354 and was the descendant of a long line of Welsh aristocrats. Like
others with a similar background, he served the English administration that governed Wales at the time
in much the same way as the English gentry did. In the late 1390s, however, a series of events pushed
him towards rebellion against the rule of King Henry IV of England. This revolt, formally initiated on
September 16, 1400, was successful to begin and most of Wales came out in his support. In 1406,
Glyndwr convened a parliament in the mid-Wales town of Machynlleth, at which he was crowned
Tywysog Cymru - the last Welshman to hold that title.

Ultimately, the revolt failed because the Welsh lacked the artillery necessary to attack English
strongpoints and the ships necessary to defend the coast of Wales. Following defeats in 1409, Glyndwr
became a hunted man, though still able to inflict minor defeats on the English. After 1412 he lived in
hiding, was never betrayed to the English and never captured. He is thought to have died in 1415, by
which time the crown of England had passed to King Henry V.

Fannau’r** #23

Bannau Brycheiniog*™* #24

In English, ‘The Brecon Beacons’, is a range of mountains in south Wales, popular with hill walkers.
The peak, Pen y Fan (2907ft/886m), is also the highest point in the south of the country.

Meirion** #23

Still popular today, Meirion is an old Welsh male name dating back at least to the 5th century. The first
Meirion of whom we have any knowledge was the grandson of Cunedda, a warrior king who founded
the kingdom of Gwynedd (see Caradog below) in north Wales. Meirion ruled over the part of Gwynedd
now known as Meirionnydd, a mid-Wales area that spreads inland from the coast between the rivers
Dyfi and Mawddach. Meirion’s descendants ruled the area for some 400 years.

Brythoniaid* #24

Caradog™ #24

The Caradog (also Caradoc) referred to in Blodwen was Caradog ap Meirion, an 8th century king of
Gwynedd (the north-west portion of Wales). Little is known of the history of Gwynedd in that period but
it is thought that Caradog was killed fighting the Mercians in 798AD. (Mercia was one of the seven
kingdoms occupying a portion of the island from the fall of Roman Britain to the unification of England
early in the 10th century.) In spite of lack of evidence, Caradog’s bravery became legendary in popular

mythology.

Caradog/c, latinised as Caractacus, anglicised as Craddock and, along with its Welsh variations, remains
a relatively common male name in Wales.

Pumlumon** #24

Anglicised as ‘Plynlimon’, at 2467t/752m, this is the highest mountain in mid-Wales and is also the
source of two important rivers, the Severn (the longest river in Wales, England and Scotland) and the
Wye.
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Fama** #24
Or in full, Moel Fama, is the range of hills that forms the western boundary of Maelor Cymraeg (see
Maelor above).

Caer/Chester** #36

Chester (Caer in Welsh) is an English city on the River Deeg, close to the north-east border of Wales. It
was founded as a Roman fort in 79AD and has been in continuous occupation ever since. It reached the
peak of its importance in medieval times, when it formed a base for England’s wars with the Welsh and,
subsequently, for the English control of north Wales. The medieval walls and part of the original castle
remain largely intact and Chester continues to be a thriving city.

Gader** #39

Cader** #39

Cader (or Cadair) Idris (2930ft/893m) is a mountain on the southern edge of Snowdonia®, second only
to Snowdon® itself in its popularity with walkers. It consists of a long ridge, the western end of which
overlooks the sea; to the north, the ridge overlooks the estuary of the river Mawddach.

The name Cader or Cadair Idris means the ‘Chair or Seat of Idris’, a name that may refer to Idris ap
Gwyddno, a 7th century prince of Meirionydd (see Meirion above), who won a battle against the Irish
on the mountain. Alternatively, it may refer to a mythical giant so large that he used the mountain as a
chair.

APPENDIX 6
Miscellaneous

1. In #40., the original Welsh libretto word ‘Prydain’ [Britain] has been changed to ‘Lloegr’
[England] for the plot to make more sense.

2. This is the only use of ‘Prydain’.

3. Other numbers specify ‘Lloegr’ [England] (#14.), ‘Saeson’ [the English/Englishmen] (#24.),
‘Sais’ [an Englishman] (#6.) and ‘Sacsonia’ [land of the Saxons] (#24.)

4, #24. also mentions ‘Brythoniaid’. Often translated as ‘Britons’, they were the ‘ancient Britons’,
who lived in what is today Wales and England (up to the Scottish border) and who spoke a
‘Celtic Brytonic’ language. After the 5™ century, the invading Anglo-Saxons eventually drove
these Britons west and north to form the Celtic nations of Wales, Scotland, Cornwall and the Isle
of Man.
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
